9:00 to 10:00 - Parcel Builder-Administrator Genealogy: Improving Your PIN Management Workflow
Parcel Builder-Administrator Genealogy is the latest addition to Sidwell’s Parcel Builder software suite. The new functionality introduced by Genealogy will allow the user to designate the parent-child relationships for all parcels that are added to the parcel database through parcel splits and consolidations. Additional reports can be created that allow the user to select a parcel and display all parcels to which the selected parcel is a member of the parental lineage going forward, and all parcels that are members of the parental lineage of the selected parcel going backward. PBA Genealogy also allows existing documents and scanned images to be associated with a parcel or a transaction by storing the path to the target document(s) on the current computer network. This presentation will demonstrate how this new technology extension will fit into your enterprise and improve your cadastral maintenance and land records data management workflows.

Jim will be demonstrating the free ESRI developer sample map book utility.  He will show how to install it, set it up, and use it for a variety mapping tasks.

Jay and Jim will be demonstrating models that they have created using  ArcGIS Model Builder.  They will show the basics techniques of model design and development.   ArcGIS models are often used to automate repetitive tasks such as data exporting and conversion, but can also be used to organize and execute several analysis operations.

Eric will be providing an overview of  various data formats available: file geodatabase, personal geodatabase, and shapefile.  He will also be demonstrating how to create feature classes along with standard editing techniques which will include converting lines to polygons.

ArcGIS Server Topics;

-Hard disk space for cached services

-Initially, do the SOM & SOC have to be on the same machine if you have are under the grandfather clause

-Specs for server used to deploy – no support for virtual machines (can still be used if spec. out well)

-No inherent print capability: need VS to use samples on edn

-No inherent hyperlink capability: need VS to use samples on edn

-No inherent report generation

-Some tools can be created via Model Builder

-Child services vs. overall services

-Transparent layers

-Cache levels/layers fused vs. mulit-layer

-Blank tiles are created from the white space around your data (how to limit this)

-Non-cached services do not out-perform IMS services

-Need to be recreated w/data changes

-Cached services have to be of the same scheme (i.e. zoom levels): tile size is important

-What’s the maximum number of instances (in general) can one SOC machine handle

-Muliti-layer will blend all the cached layers together (colors)

-All resources (projects, toolboxes, scripts, etc) have to be located on the SOC for their service to start
